1 Getting to know your computer

Right side

Component Description

(1) Power connector Connects an AC adapter.

(2)  AC adapter light ● White: AC adapter is attached

● Amber: Battery is charging.

● Blinking white: The AC adapter is connected and
battery capacity is low

● Off: Running on battery power.

(3)  Memory card reader Reads optional memory cards that store, manage, share, or
access information.

To insert a card:

Hold the card label-side up, with connectors facing the slot.
Insert the card into the slot, and then press in on the card
until it is firmly seated.

To remove a card:

Press in on the card until it pops out.

(4) USB 2.0 port Connects an optional USB device, such as a keyboard,
mouse, external drive, printer, or USB hub.

(5) SIM slot (select models only) Supports a wireless subscriber identity module (SIM).

Component Description

(1) Security cable slot Attaches an optional security cable to the computer.

NOTE: The security cable is designed to act as a
deterrent, but it may not prevent the computer from being
mishandled or stolen.

(2) HDMI port Connects an optional video or audio device, such as a
high-definition television, or any compatible digital or audio
device.

(3) USB 3.0 ports (2) Each USB 3.0 port connects an optional USB device, such
as a keyboard, mouse, external drive, printer, or USB hub.

(4) Audio-out (headphone) jack/Audio-in
(microphone) combo jack

Connects optional powered stereo speakers, headphones,
earbuds, a headset, or a television audio cable. Also
connects an optional headset microphone. This jack does
not support optional microphone-only devices.

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Display
NOTE: The position of the WLAN antennas differs according to model. If your model has WWAN
capability in addition to WLAN, the WLAN antennas will be are located below the display.

Component Description

(1) WLAN antennas (2)* Send and receive wireless signals to communicate with wireless
local area networks (WLANs).

NOTE: To set up a WLAN and connect to the Internet, you
need a broadband modem (either DSL or cable) (purchased
separately), high-speed Internet service, purchased from an
Internet service provider, and a wireless router (purchased
separately).

(2) Webcam light On: The webcam is in use.

(3) HP TrueVision HD Webcam Records video, captures still photographs, and allows you to
video conference and chat online using streaming video.

(4) Internal microphone Records sound.

(5) Internal display switch Turns off the display and initiates Sleep if the display is closed
while the power is on.

NOTE: The internal display switch is not visible from the
outside of the computer.

(6) WWAN antennas (2)* (select models only) Send and receive wireless signals to communicate with wireless
wide area networks (WWANs).

*The antennas are not visible from the outside of the computer. For optimal transmission, keep the areas immediately
around the antennas free from obstructions. For wireless regulatory notices, see the section of the Regulatory, Safety and
Environmental Notices that applies to your country or region.
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TouchPad

Component Description

(1)  TouchPad zone Reads your finger gesture to move the pointer or activate
items on the screen.

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Buttons

Component Description

screen-lock mode turns off the computer.

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Bottom

Component Description

(1)  Vents (2) Enable airflow to cool internal components.

NOTE: The computer fan starts up automatically to cool
internal components and prevent overheating. It is normal
for the internal fan to cycle on and off during routine
operation.

(2)  Speakers (2) Produce sound.
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Labels

The labels affixed to the computer provide information you may need when you troubleshoot system
problems or travel internationally with the computer:

● Service label—The label affixed to the bottom of your computer provides important information
to identify the unit. When contacting support, you will probably be asked for the serial number,
and possibly for the product number or the model number. Locate these numbers before you
contact support.

(5) Model description (select models only)

● Regulatory label(s)—Provide(s) regulatory information about the computer.

● SIM (subscriber identity module) label (select models only)—Provides the ICCID (Integrated
Circuit Card Identifier) of the SIM.
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2 Using TouchPad gestures

A TouchPad allows you to control the pointer on the screen using your fingers.

Scrolling
Scrolling is useful for moving up, down, or sideways on a page or image.

● Place two fingers slightly apart on the TouchPad zone and then drag them up, down, left, or
right.
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Tapping
To make an on-screen selection, use the Tap function on the TouchPad.

● Use one-finger tapping to make an on-screen selection or to launch an app.

● Use two-finger tapping to open app menus.

3. While the battery is charging, keep the AC adapter connected until the AC adapter light turns
white.

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6 Electrostatic Discharge

Electrostatic discharge is the release of static electricity when two objects come into contact—for
example, the shock you receive when you walk across the carpet and touch a metal door knob.

A discharge of static electricity from fingers or other electrostatic conductors may damage electronic
components. To prevent damage to the computer, damage to a drive, or loss of information, observe
these precautions:

● If removal or installation instructions direct you to unplug the computer, unplug it after being
properly grounded and before removing a cover.

● Keep components in their electrostatic-safe containers until you are ready to install them.

● Avoid touching pins, leads, and circuitry. Handle electronic components as little as possible.

● Use nonmagnetic tools.

● Before handling components, discharge static electricity by touching an unpainted metal surface
of the component.

● If you remove a component, place it in an electrostatic-safe container.
